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The	 standard	 middle-thirds	 Cantor	 set	 is	 the	 set	 of	 	 having	 base- 	
expansions	which	do	not	contain	the	digit	1.	The	Hausdorff	dimension	of	the	
Cantor	Set	is	log	2/log	3.	In	fact,	any	Cantor-like	set	with	digital	restrictions	in	
base	 b	 >	 1	 has	 Hausdorff	 dimension	 log	 a/log	 b,	 where	 a	 is	 the	 number	 of	
allowed	 digits.	 We	 will	 discuss	 recent	 work	 where	 we	 determine	 the	
Hausdorff	 dimensions	 of	 analogously	 defined	 sets.	 Our	 sets	 consist	 of	 real	
numbers	whose	“Ostrowski	digits"	have	been	restricted.
